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Book References

A typical bibliography entry for a book has three parts: the author, title, and publication information (this last includes place of publication and publisher publisher. Date of publication follows author’s name.). These will appear as follows:
Geertz, Clifford. (1973). The Interpretation of Cultures. New York: Basic Books.
If a book is part of a series of publications, insert the name of the series and the number of that book's place in the series between the title and publication information. 
Shilstone, Frederick W. (1991). Approaches to Teaching Byron's Poetry. Approaches to Teaching World Literature 36. New York: MLA.
When only a single author is listed for a text, typical bibliography entries will appear as follows:
Kasson, John F. (1976). Civilizing the Machine: Technology and Republican Values in America 1776-1900. New York: Penguin.
When more than one person has authored a text, typical bibliography entries will appear as follows: 

Ehrenreich, Barbara, and John Ehrenreich. (1971). The American Health Empire: Power, Profits, and Politics. New York: Vintage.

When a corporation has authored a text, typical bibliographic entries will appear as follows: 

Alan Guttmacher Institute. (1998). State Legislative Record: 1988 Fertility-Related Bills and Laws as of December 31. Washington, D.C.: Alan Guttmacher Institute.

When a text has no author identified, typical bibliography entries will appear as follows (First and third entries below):
"Come Away, Come, Sweet Love!" The Norton Anthology of English Literature. Ed. M..H. Abrams. (1979). 4th ed. Vol. 1. New York: W.W. Norton. 2 vols. 

or
Fee, Elizabeth, and Daniel M. Fox, eds. (1988). AIDS: The Burdens of History. Berkeley: U of California.

-If no place of publication is given, state n.p. 
-When there is no publisher given, state n.p.
-If no date of publication is given, state n.d
Smith, Paul. Things I Used to Think. n.p.: n.d. 

Other Tips
-Omitting the name of a publisher for a work published before 1900 is permitted. 
-If the work is privately printed, state so. 
-When citing a revised edition, always cite the new edition.
